He served his articles at Webber Wentzel attorneys, where he became a qualified attorney. 

He was a founding member of the Centre for Applied Legal Studies (CALS) – South Africa’s 

oldest human rights/public interest legal center – in 1978, together with lawyers such as 

Professor John Dugard and Halton Cheadle. 

 

His loss will be profoundly felt by his colleagues and the staff in the Gauteng Division of the
